 Enhanced results information 
 

Cambridge ESOL is pleased to announce two 
important enhancements to the results information 
provided to candidates: 
 

1) KET, PET, FCE, CAE, CPE, BEC, ILEC and ICFE 
candidates will be provided with a standardised 
score for the whole examination on a fixed scale 
out of 100. This score is an additional element to 
supplement the information already provided on 
the Statement of Results. Scores will appear on 
the Statement of Results, but not on the 
certificate.  

 

2) KET, PET, KET and PET for Schools and BEC 
Preliminary candidates who do not achieve a 
passing grade but have demonstrated ability at 
the Council of Europe level below the 
examination they have taken will be awarded a 
certificate showing that level.
